Waste to energy plants  (burn) reintroduced

Sort, mix, chop garbage to make energy

-worked when oil prices were high

when oil prices dropped, plants needed to be subsidized (midl 990’s) to compete

Landfills- there is always waste

Radioactive waste dropped in oceans

Nuclear power was going to power the world

Waste (high/low levels) gen. high temp.

used fuel rods, production waste (100s,1000s, 100000s years)

low- more diluted dumping in lined earth trenches, stored in regulated bldg.

If the radioactive object is to large cut up or covered with concrete or steel
