Do What’s Right…Do Your Best
1. Respect yourself and all other students, faculty, and staff.  No crude, vulgar, or degrading language or gestures will be used.

2. Appropriate clothing must be worn at all times.  Refer to the student handbook.

3. Late homework must be done on your own time or during Seminar or Overtime.  If you have an excused absence, you have 2 days to turn in the assignments.  Not 2 class periods…2 days.  If you know you will be gone, you are responsible for getting the assignments BEFORE YOU LEAVE.  

4. No electronics should be visible or used during class time except with teacher approval.  Music players or games will be put on my desk and returned when you leave at the end of class.  More severe actions will be taken if it becomes a habit.  Cell phones will be taken to the office and returned to you when you pick them up from the office.  Refer to the handbook for penalties.

5. Gum and water are permitted only in the desk area.  Food, drinks other than water, candy, etc. are not permitted unless otherwise stated by Mrs. Stevens.  

6. You may ask to go to the restroom when you are working by yourself.  Go between classes.  Do not go when your lab group is working in the lab.  You need to be working with them. Video clips are for your benefit to further your understanding. It is NOT a bathroom break. 
7. If you feel sick, tell Mrs. Stevens when you get to class.  You don’t need permission if you suddenly need to leave the room.  I’ll know since you told me at the beginning of class.  
8. FLEXIBILITY is key.  When situations arise, be mature with your reactions. 

9. Do not sit on the lab stations in the room. There are no stools or chairs because they are a hazard.
10. I reserve the right to add or change procedures if necessary.  Be responsible, and there will be no need to tighten the procedures.
Safety Contract

1. No student may be in the science room without an instructor present.

2. Do not remove science materials from the room.

3. Wear goggles when using chemicals, heat or glassware.  NO EXCEPTIONS!

4. Students may not enter the chemical storage room.  Students may not open storage cabinets or drawers in the classroom.

5. Use all instruments and chemicals in the instructed manor and only when instructed to do so.  Do not touch any equipment upon entering the room.

6. Know the location and procedure for use of all safety equipment located in and near the classroom:  fire blanket, fire extinguisher, fire alarm, eye wash station, emergency shower, first aid kit, etc.  Know escape routes and procedures for fire and severe weather drills.

7. Food, candy, gum, and drinks are not allowed in the laboratory.  Water and gum are allowed at the desks.  Do not ingest any chemicals.  Never use lab equipment to consume any materials. Never use mouth suction to fill lab equipment.

8. Avoid touching eyes, mouth, nose and skin when using chemicals.  Wash eyes for 20 minutes if chemical splashes into them.  Always wash your hands with soap and water before leaving your work station.  Wipe your station clean. 

9. Shoes must completely cover the foot.  No sandals are allowed.  Aprons are provided for your protection . . . wear them.

10. Never wash substances down the drain unless instructed to do so.  A waste beaker will be available for disposal of hazardous chemicals.

11. Tie all long hair, dangling jewelry, and baggy clothing back when using fire, chemicals, and hazardous instruments.

12. Horseplay and pranks are prohibited.  Do not wander, distracting other students or increasing the chance for accidents.  You will be removed from the lab and receive a zero until you make it up on your time before or after school.

13. Keep your work station clean.  Only take needed materials to the lab benches, and leave all other supplies at your desk.  
14. Always report spills, breakage, or injury IMMEDIATELY to the instructor.

15. Take only as much chemical as needed.  Double check labels when returning them.

16. When working with strong acids and bases, wear an apron and handle chemicals with extreme care.  ALWAYS ADD ACID TO WATER.  The container will break due to the violent reaction. 
17. Never handle broken glass with bare hands.  Always be cautious when working with any glass equipment.  Carry glass tubing vertically to minimize breakage and injury.  Do not use chipped or cracked glass instruments.  NEVER PUT HOT GLASSWARE IN COLD WATER.  It will break.
18. Light burners only as instructed and never leave them unattended.  Do not reach over the flame.
19. When heating a test tube, never hold the mouth of the tube toward yourself or anyone else.

20. Allow heated objects time to cool before touching them.  Determine if an object is hot by bringing the back of your hand close to it prior to grasping it.
